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The Boston Conservatory main building is located a 8 The Fenway in Boston, MA. It is one door south of the intersection of
Boylston Street and The Fenway, two blocks west of Massachusetts Avenue. Parking in the area is very difficult- there is no parking
lot associated with The Boston Conservatory. Do not park in areas marked “Resident Parking.” Y ou will be towed. The use of public
transportation provided by the Massachusetts Bay Transit Authority (MBTA) is strongly recommended.

DIRECTIONS

From the West

1.  Takethe Massachusetts Turnpike to Allston/Cambridge exit. Bear RIGHT at the end of the exit ramp.

2. Take Storrow Drive toward downtown Boston.

3. Takethe Fenway exit (Route 1 South). The exit ramp becomes an overpass crossing Commonwealth Avenue.

4. Bear LEFT at thetraffic Signal at the end of the overpass. The Boston Conservatory is directly ahead.

5. Bear LEFT at the next signal. You are eastbound on Boylston Street. Park at parking meters or lots; be sure to follow all

parking regulations as posted.

From the North

1. TakeInterstate 93 to the Storrow Drive exit.

2. From Storrow Drive, take the Fenway exit (Route 1 South).
3. Follow steps 3 through 5 above.

From the South

1. TakeInterstate 95 to 93 (Boston).

2. Takethe Massachusetts Avenue exit.

3. Bear RIGHT at the exit ramp.

4.  Follow Massachusetts Avenue to Westland Avenue (half mile). Symphony Hall will be on the left, and the Christian Science
Center on theright.

5. Stay in the left turn lane, and bear LEFT at Symphony Hall onto Westland Avenue. Follow through gates, bearing RIGHT to
The Fenway. The Boston Conservatory is located at 8 The Fenway, which will be on the right. There are paid parking lots on
Westland Avenue and Boylston Street.

PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION
1. Teakethe MBTA Subway Green Lineto Hynes/ICA. (Do not take the “E” train, as it will not stop here)) Exit the station. You
are on Massachusetts Avenue. Turn LEFT.

2. Thenext intersection is Boylston Street. Turn RIGHT. Walk two blocksto The Fenway. Turn LEFT on The Fenway.
3.  TheBoston Conservatory islocated at 8 The Fenway, two buildingsin from Boylston Street. Look for the blue banner.
